Jacobus Cornells Anthonisz, Dutch Civil Service, born in Jaffna 

1762, settled in Galle in 1784 and died there, 16th February 1834. 
He was Boekhouder and Deputy Paymaster in the Dutch East 
India Company at Galle, and retired from office when the Brit ish 
occupied the Island. He married in the Dutch Reformed Churcn, 
Galle, 19fch August 1792, Christina Gysberba Trek, baptised 24th 
March 1779, died 14th July 1854, daughter of Justinns Christianus 
Trek, Junior Merchant and Secretary of the Commander's Council 
a t Galle, and Agneta Catharina de Keyzer. He had by her:—
